Sometimes we learn the
most unexpected things in the
most unexpected places. Some-
times the people we think we
know the best are the ones we
find we know very little about.
This was the case for one lady
who discovered her great aunt’s
diary after moving away from her
friends and family.

Depressed and lonely in a
new place she refused to call
home, Nardi Campion reading
the diary of her Aunt Grace, an
“old maid” who had lived with
family until she passed away in
1930.

Nardi was shocked to
learn that her cheerful and happy
aunt was actually heartbroken,
sad, and lonely. Her love was
killed in the late 1800’s at San
Juan Hill.

In this state, Grace de-
cided she could do something
about the state she was in and
gave herself six rules to live by:

1. Do something for someone

2. Do something for myself.

3. Do something I don’t want to
do that needs doing.

4. Do a physical exercise.

5. Do a mental exercise.

6. Do an original prayer that
always includes counting my
blessings.

She detailed the struggles
she faced throughout the years in
trying to complete these six tasks
every day. Nardi read of how her
aunt picked books to read, chose
to walk instead of take a horse
and buggy, washed a closet full
of sheets, decorated a hat, and
made jelly for a friend. She read
of how her aunt found a quiet
rock overlooking a brook to
steady her mind enough to pray.
She resolved that if her aunt
could do it, then she could, too.

Nardia began by calling
an ill neighbor and spending
some time with her. She then
began taking walks and relaxing
baths, as well as memorizing po-
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etry. She also never forgot to
thank God for all of her bless-
ings.

She saw a huge change in
herself and applied her aunt’s
motto to her own life: “Bloom
where you are planted.”

Even the Bible states that
we have much to learn from our
elders, and this is a wonderful
example of that. In our busy 21st
century world we can all benefit
by stopping for a moment to con-
sider the life and words of a
quiet, plain, and poor “old maid”
of the 1900s. Our world would
be a better place if we all applied
Aunt Grace’s six rules to our own
lives.
